You will dedicate a page our your website to outlining your energy plan for the United States.  This plan should include the following:

 and promote?  How do we subsidize it? Pros and Cons of our current 

approach?  Additional and Other information???  

*What do we currently do that we should keep?  Why?  What should we quit doing? 

 Why?  Support these positions.
*What are other energy options?  Pros/Cons?  Which should we turn to in the future?
  Which should  we ignore?  Why? Again, support your ideas.
*In order to promote this new energy plan, what policies should we put in place to 


promote or discourage certain types of energy use?  Taxes? Laws? Subsidies?


Rebates? How can you get your plan to work?

*Other??????  Don’t limit yourself to MY ideas – can you think of other things that 


would be useful and relevant?  Include them.

Concentrate on the biggest things first – prioritize.  What are the biggest problems?  What are the best alternatives?  Which energy sources can make the biggest difference, over the longest term?  How long will it take to phase in your plan?  Cost/Reward?

Your finished product should be an Energy Page on our website.  It should address the Present energy situation in the united states, the future goal you have laid out, and a way to transition from the present to the future.   It should be complete, orderly, visually appealing, organized, accurate and convincing.  

You will be graded on:

Content – Did you do what the assignment asked you to do?  (See above)

Accuracy – Is your information correct, well supported, documented and clear?

Visual – Does it look professional?  Graphs?  Charts? Useful visual aids – not just



some pictures to take up space.  Is it in a binder?  Organized?

Convincing – Does it make sense? Could it work?  Am I convinced that you came up 



with a good idea?

Organized – It should be easy to read and follow.  It should make sense.  Mistakes 



should be limited.
